Geologic Time Party Ideas

1. Ammonites in a blanket (
2. Trilobite cookies

3. Cephalopods in a blanket

4. Stromatolite cheese ball (use chip beef recipe)
5. Chocolate chip cookie bones (take premade dough squares, shape into bones/fossils, bake as normal)

6. Conglomerate cookies

1 pkg. (6 oz.) Nestles semi-sweet chocolate morsels
1/2 c. butter
2 eggs
1 c. sugar
1 1/2 c. Gold Medal flour
1/2 tsp. baking powder
1/4 tsp. salt
1/2 tsp. vanilla
1 c. chopped nuts
About 4 doz. miniature marshmallows, if desired

Melt 1/2 cup of the chocolate morsels and the butter over low heat; cool. Heat oven to 400 degrees. Mix remaining chocolate morsels, the eggs, sugar, flour, baking powder, salt, vanilla, nuts and chocolate mixture. 

Drop dough by rounded teaspoonsful, 2 inches apart onto ungreased baking sheet. Press a marshmallow into center of each. Bake 8 minutes or until almost no imprint remains when touched with finger. Immediately remove from baking sheet. About 4 dozen.

OR

1/2 c. butter or 1 cube butter
6 oz. pkg. butterscotch chips
1 c. powdered sugar
1 egg, well beaten
1/2 pkg. marshmallows, colored, miniature
Graham crackers
Coconut

Line the bottom of a 9x13 pan with graham crackers. Melt butter (or butter) with butterscotch chips together. Do not let boil. Add powdered sugar and well beaten egg to butterscotch mixture. Cool and add 1/2 package of colored marshmallows. Spread on graham crackers and sprinkle with coconut. Let cool. (Can substitute chocolate chips for butterscotch chips.)

7. Baked Potato Volcanoes (cook potato in microwave then add things like chili, cheese, sour cream, ranch dressing)

8. Dino foot print sandwiches (cut bread out in shape of dino-print, add filling – grilled cheese, tuna salad, etc.)

9. Edible glacier


6oz. pkg blue jello, chocolate wafer cookies, 1 container cool whip
Make a 6 oz package blueberry flavored gelatin , following packaged gelatin directions. Pour into a glass pan. Put in refrigerator until solid (several hours) crush 1/2 package of chocolate wafers.  Mix with one container of cool whip and spread over the set gelatin. This is the icy center of the glacier, with silty snow on top.

10. Honeycomb Coral Cookies

3 c. Honeycomb
3 c. Rice Krispies
1 c. peanuts
1 1/2 c. pretzel sticks, little bit crushed
1 pkg. white chocolate cubes, melted

Mix well all ingredients. Drop by teaspoonfuls onto wax paper. Makes about 75 cookies.

11. Coprolite Cookies or Dinosaur Food (no bake cookies)
1/8 c. dirt (cocoa)
1/4 c. swamp water (milk)
1 c. crushed dinosaur bones (sugar)
1/4 c. dinosaur fat (butter)
1 c. dead leaves (oatmeal)
1/4 c. crushed bugs (peanut butter)

Mix cocoa and milk in pan. Stir in sugar and butter. Bring to a boil. Remove from heat after 1 minute. Stir in oatmeal and peanut butter. Drop by spoonfuls onto wax paper. Let cool until firm. Feed your hungry dinosaurs.

12. Paleozoic Coral Reef Treats
1 cup white Karo syrup
1 cup sugar
1 cup peanut butter
5 cups Rice Krispies
Bring syrup and sugar to a slow boil. Stir in peanut butter. Remove from heat and add Rice Krispies. Use tablespoon to drop onto wax paper. Treats will harden as they cool.
13. Alternative Paleozoic Coral Reef Treats

6 c. Cocoa Rice Krispies
1 c. Karo syrup
1 c. sugar
1 1/2 c. peanut butter
1/4 c. Hershey's cocoa

Mix Karo syrup, sugar, and cocoa; bring to a rolling boil. Remove from heat; add peanut butter and mix well. Pour over cereal and press into a greased 9x13 inch pan.
14. Dinosaur Eggs
2 sticks softened butter
1 1/2 c. graham cracker crumbs
1/2 c. chopped pecans
1 box powdered sugar
1 tbsp. vanilla
1 (12 oz.) jar crunchy peanut butter
6 oz. white chocolate
1/2 cake paraffin
75 gummy dinosaurs
Colored decorator sprinkles

Melt butter. Mix cracker crumbs, pecans, powdered sugar, vanilla and peanut butter in a large bowl. Add butter and mix well. Wrap dough around gummy dinosaurs to form an egg shape. Melt chocolate and wax over hot water (candy coating may be substituted). Using toothpick, dip eggs in chocolate to coat and place on wax paper to cool. Dust with sprinkles immediately.
15. Sediment Slush
1 box vanilla pudding
1 box chocolate pudding
1/2 box vanilla wafers or other cookies, crushed
Clear plastic cups
Spoons (for digging)
Dinosaur "Fun Fruits"

Make puddings according to directions on the packages. Place one or more "Fun Fruit" Dinosaurs in bottom of clear cup. Layer the chocolate and vanilla pudding and crushed cookies representing layers of earth. Pick up a spoon and start digging. Identify your find before eating!

16. Dinosaur Punch
6 oz. can frozen lemonade concentrate, thawed
6 oz. can frozen limeade concentrate, thawed
1 c. water
Few drops green food coloring, if desired
1 liter bottle ginger ale or lime soda, chilled

In large non-metal pitcher, combine concentrates and water. Add food coloring; blend well. Just before serving, add ginger ale; stir gently to blend. Serve over ice.
17. Dinosaurich
3 1/2 c. (8 oz.) Cool Whip (thawed)
Box of Dinosaur Graham Cookies
Garnish: M & M's, Reese's pieces, sprinkles, chocolate chips, chopped nuts, etc.

Spread Cool Whip about 3/4 inch thick on one cookie, place another cookie light on top. 

Roll or lightly press edges of cookie into any of the above garnishes (M & M's or Reese's pieces you have to place into Cool Whip edges).
18. Volcano Punch
3 qt. pineapple juice
2 (6 oz.) cans frozen limeade concentrate
2 qt. ginger ale
2 pt. orange or lemon sherbet

In punch bowl, combine pineapple juice and limeade concentrate. Just before serving, stir in ginger ale and add scoops of sherbet. Garnish with fresh fruit. Makes about 6 quarts.
19. Volcano Cupcakes
1 batch baked cupcakes
1 c. whipping cream, whipped (can add red food coloring)
M&M'S or other small candy pieces
1. Cut conical shape from top of each cupcake and remove. 
2. Place dollop of whipped cream in each cupcake and place removed pieces on top. Garnish with M&M'S®

20. Lava Punch (makes 32 4oz servings)
1/2 gallon strawberry sherbet 

2 (64 fluid ounce) bottles fruit punch 

1 (2 liter) bottle lemon-lime flavored carbonated beverage, chilled 

Place sherbet in punch bowl. Pour in fruit punch and lemon-lime soda.
