

Purpose: 


Using relative age dating techniques, each student will construct a 
geologic cross-section and a corresponding geologic column of a 
neighbor’s cross-section.

Materials:

· Paper (colored, construction, & white)

· Markers

· Glue sticks

· Pencil

Procedure:

1.) Use the pencil to draw an outline of a geologic cross-section on a 8 ½ x 11 piece of white paper. The cross-section must include a minimum of the following:


A. 6 different rock layers (use proper symbols)


B. 1 unconformity


C. 1 igneous intrusion (use proper symbols)


D. Folded layers


E. Faulted layers

2.) Use the scissors, construction paper, and glue to complete the geologic cross-section. Cut the construction paper into the shapes drawn & then paste them in the proper order on white paper. Draw proper symbols on each layer.

3.) Do not number layers on the front.

4.) On the back, write the correct geologic column starting with oldest on the bottom and work your way to the youngest.

5.) Trade your cross-section with a neighbor. Have them try on a scrap piece of paper. Then, let them check on the back of your paper. If they miss any, explain to them how to correct.

6.) Make these neat. We will display them in the hall.
